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TENSILE STRENGTH

Subcutaneous tissue implantation studies of
coated Visorb Quick® sutures in rats show that
after 6-9 days post-implantation, approximately
50% of the origional tensile strength remains
depending on suture size. All of the origional
tensile strength is lost by approximately 14 days
post-impantation. Intramuscular implantation
studies in rats shows that the absorption of these
sutures occurs therafter and is essentially
complete by 42 days.

ABSORPTION

Absorption begins as a loss of tensile strength
without appreciable loss of mass. Absorption of
Visorb Quick sutures is essentially complete in 42
days.
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
